Ms. VanHooren provided a presentation outlining efforts to reduce the levy request for 2020-
2023 to 3% in each year. The City of London has requested that Boards and Commission meet an 
annual average levy increase of 1.5%. Only 3 of 14 Boards and Commissions have met that 
target according to a City of London staff report.  
 
A 3% levy increase in 2020 would result in an annual average levy increase to the City of London 
of 2.5% (1% in 2020 and 3% in 2021-2023). The City of London’s Budget Submission was 
previously explained in the staff report “City of London Budget Submission” dated September 4, 
2019. To meet the annual average levy increase target of 1.5% set by the City of London, KCCA 
would need to decrease its levy to 2% in 2020.  
 
Staff reviewed both a 3% levy increase and a 2% levy increase in 2020 with members. There is a 
$9,777 difference between the two scenarios which represents the cost of obtaining the help of 
a consultant to produce inundation mapping for flood damage centres in the watershed and 
work towards on-line regulation mapping as part of improvements to client service standards. 
Members debated the merits of proceeding with incremental updates to floodplain mapping or 
waiting for provincial regulations.  
 
As part of the discussion the merits of shared services and fee for services was raised. Members 
discussed whether further direction should be sought from the Minister of MECP to help 
facilitate shared services.

PURPOSE 
To inform the Board of Directors of the current and seasonal watershed conditions. 
 
REPORT SUMMARY 

�x Lake Erie Shoreline Watershed Conditions Statement�v Flood Outlook updated on 
November 1, 2019. 

�x Water levels throughout the watershed are currently above the trigger for Level 1 low 
water condition with occasional increases in water levels and flows during rain events 

�x KCCA flood staff now have access to a real-time camera located on the lift bridge in Port 
Stanley. 

 
BACKGROUND 
 
Due to ongoing high water levels in Lake Erie, KCCA maintained the Lake Erie Shoreline 
Watershed Conditions Statement�v Flood Outlook for the month of October and was updated 
on November 1, 2019.  Throughout October, water levels in Lake Erie have continued their 
seasonal decline except for a small increase at the end of the month due to a large rain event 
that passed through the area.  Higher than normal water levels contribute to an increased risk 
for flooding and erosion along the Lake Erie shoreline due to storm surge.   
 
The static (calm) water level in Lake Erie has been slowly declining over the last month.  As of 
November 4�U���î�ì�í�õ�U���>���l�������Œ�]���[�•���•�š���š�]�� water level was 174.72m. This water level is 69cm above 
average but 18cm less than the record-high for this time of year (set in 1986).  Water level data 
also indicates that the mean has increased by 4cm compared to the previous week due to 
several rain events. This level does not account for any increase in water levels due to storm 
surge or wind driven waves.   
 
The KCCA watershed historically receives 72.5 mm of rain during the month of October.  The 
watershed received on average more than 200% of the normal amount of rain in October.  The 
highest recorded rain totals were in the Upper Kettle Creek subwatershed.  All three 
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subwatersheds are well above the three-month precipitation indicator for Level 1 low water 
condition.  
 
As of November 6, 2019, there are four Conservation Authorities in a confirmed Level 1 Low 
Water Condition (Cataraqui, Credit, Lake Simcoe and Rideau Valley) and two CAs in a confirmed 
Level 2 Low Water Condition (Quinte and Otanobee). 
 
There are no concerns at this time regarding flooding within the KCCA watershed.  Current 
water levels are seasonal and fluctuating with rain events.  At this time, there is available 
capacity for storm runoff when inclement weather passes through the area.  The Environment 
Canada three month outlook for November 2019 to January 2020 indicates normal 
temperatures and precipitation for the southwest region.
